The Distortion Detective

A while back in another newsletter,

| wrote a review of the video game
Lobotomy Corporation, created by
South Korean indie game developer
group Project Moon. Since then,
the game’s sequel, Library of
Ruina, released in early access.
While these are the only two pieces
of media necessary to understand
the lore behind the Lobotomy
Corporation universe, which |

will be referring to as “The City”
from now on, there are some extra
supplementary materials that also
help to understand the way that The
City runs. The most relevant to the
games story-wise is The Distortion
Detective.

The Distortion Detective is a

novel hosted on Project Moon’s
Postype account that periodically
updates with new chapters. Taking
place in The City, the story revolves
around Moses, a woman who is able
to see something known as “the
distortion.” The distortion is an odd
phenomenon within the story that is,
admittedly, quite hard to describe.
